Beginning July 22 until September 16, the 10th Avenue railroad overpass between Albany Street and Arthur Street will have a partial road closure with one lane of through traffic in both directions. Cannon Builders will be replacing and/or repairing the bridge joints, as well as repairing and epoxy-sealing the bridge deck surface. Due to the temperature sensitive nature of the epoxy, there is a possibility of night or early morning work, and if this happens the noise will be kept to a minimum using only necessary equipment. 

The work will be done in two phases, with the first phase from July 22 to August 19 where the outside lanes and sidewalks will be closed. The second phase from August 19 to September 16 will have the middle lanes closed and the outside lanes and sidewalk will be reopened.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]The current detour that is in effect for the replacement of the 10th Avenue bridge over Indian Creek (between Arthur Street and Blaine Street) will remain in place until construction is complete – projected for October.
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
